Garda E-Vetting Procedure

All Club mentors must complete Garda Vetting as it is now an offence to work with any child under age of 18 without Garda Vetting.  GAA Garda vetting is done online and lasts for 5 years and   - click on the E –Vetting link below:

For the purpose of clarification the National Vetting Bureau Act in GAA terms applies to any person who carries out a role of responsibility with an underage player i.e. a person who is under 18 yrs. of age. This also applies to any coach, manager, selector of a senior squad if that squad includes a person under18 yrs. of age.
IF YOU ARE 18 OR OVER

STEP 1 GAA E-VETTING FORM
· Click on the on the E –Vetting link http://www.gaa.ie/the-gaa/child-welfare-and-protection/vetting to access the form.
· Print it out and complete. It consists of 3 pages in total (the ID form and 2 pages which details the various forms of ID that can be submitted e.g. passport and a utility bill indicating your address. (Photographic ID is mandatory). 

· When the form is complete - attach it to a photocopy of your id and it must then be validated by the Children’s Officer before you begin the online e-vetting process.
· Where you are asked if you have submitted your documentation to the Children's Officer select the button YES). 

WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?

· An email will be sent to you from “FlowForma admin” confirming receipt of your application
·  Another email will be sent from evetting.donotreply@garda.ie. This is to complete the more detailed information e.g. places that you have lived previously. SUBMIT your form.
· Another email will be sent confirming receipt of this form.
· After a short period of time you will be sent your Vetting Acceptance Notification. It will come as an attachment to the email.
· This Vetting Acceptance will be also be forwarded to the Club Secretary and no further action is required on your part.

IF YOU ARE BETWEEN 16 - 18

N.B  parental consent form needs to be completed for juveniles wishing to be vetted from the ages 16 - 18 - all juveniles working with teams or summer camps  need to be vetted any questions contact Shay Power, Children's Officer  at 087-2472379 or by email at cavanpower@hotmail.com
The procedure for U18 E-Vetting is similar to the steps outlined above; however you will be required to attach a scan/copy of the Parental Consent Form.
